There will be a public forum on Tuesday, March 15, 2011 at 6:30 PM in the   Selectmen’s Meeting Room at Town Hall on the second floor to discuss the proposed precinct reduction.
Cities and towns are required to look at their population and precinct boundaries according to the new Census Data every ten years.  Every municipality must present a visual and legal description of these boundaries as well as an official vote from the Selectmen.
Montague currently has six precincts with a population of 8,479.  Montague only needs three precincts by law due to its small population.  Precincts must consist of not more than 4,000 residents.  The State has generously drafted a map of Montague with three precincts.  

I am recommending to the Selectmen that Montague reduce its precincts to only three.  It would be a cost saving measure for the town and a streamlining of the election process. 
A large draft simulation map of the possible three precincts can be viewed in Town Hall on the first floor.  Smaller maps can be viewed at the Carnegie, Millers Falls and Montague Center Libraries as well as the Turners Falls, Lake Pleasant and Montague Center Post Offices.
